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Follow the corresponding narrative and directions for each
slide. The narrative for the presenter is in quotes. Everything
outside the quotes are directions for the presenter to follow.
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Introduction: "In this lesson, we are going to learn about a
religion called the Baháʼí Faith. We are going to learn some of
the things Baháʼís believe about God."

Press the spacebar or click for the next slide.

Baháʼís, the Baháʼí Faith and Bahá'u'lláh: As the words appear
on the screen read this narrative, "Baháʼís are people that
follow the teachings of Bahá'u'lláh. Their religion is called the
Baháʼí Faith."

Press the spacebar or click for the next slide.

Activity 1 - practising some new words: "We are learning some
new words today. Let's practice saying them.". Click the play
button for each of the 3 words and tell the class to repeat them.
This will allow the children to practice saying these new words.

Video: Click the button to watch the video on YouTube. After
watching the video, return to the PowerPoint. Then, press the
spacebar or click for the next slide.  

Activity 2 - guess the missing word: Ask the children what they
think the missing word is. This sentence is taken from the video,
and the missing word is "family".  When a student answers
correctly, press the spacebar or click to reveal the word. Then,
press the spacebar or click for the next slide.  

Activity 3 - guess the missing word: Ask the children what they
think the missing word is. This sentence is taken from the video,
and the missing word is "God". When a student answers
correctly, click to reveal the word. Then, press the spacebar or
click for the next slide.  
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Activity 4 - guess the missing word: Ask the children what they
think the missing word is. This sentence is taken from the video,
and the missing word is "everyone". When a student answers
correctly, click to reveal the word. Then, press the spacebar or
click for the next slide.  

Review: Discuss with the children what they learned from the
lesson. If you feel it would be helpful, you may wish to revisit
some of the slides. For example, it might be useful to return to
the slide that helps the children to practice pronouncing some
of the new words in this lesson.
